At this Annual Boxer Show an voluntary character test will be available for entered dogs. This test will be performed
before ring judging and regardless the class a dog is entered to. Following titles will be awarded to the best ones
that meet the set conditions, separately for dogs and bitches: GLADIATOR, JUNIOR GLADIATOR, VETERAN
GLADIATOR.

The helper will be appointed by the Slovak Boxer Club and the character test will be judged by one of the judges
present.

General terms
The show is organized according to the reglements of FCI, SKJ and SBK and the regulations issued by the
organizer. Only individuals registered in the studbooks recognized by the FCI can take part in the show.

If the show is not held for reasons beyond the control of the organizer, the entry fees will be used to cover the
incurred costs.

A judge is obliged to disqualify aggressive dogs.

Judges judge according to valid standards issued by the International Cynological Organization (FCI). The judge
may refuse to judge a dog that enters the ring late. The judge may refuse to judge a dog that enters the ring late.
Selling puppies at the exhibition grounds is strictly forbidden!

The organizer is not responsible for damages caused by the dog or to the dog. The owner is responsible for all
damage caused by his dog. Free running of dogs around the showground is prohibited.

The exhibitor is responsible for the well-being of his dog at the show. He must not expose him to situations
that could endanger his health or even his life, e.g. leave it in the car in extreme winter or heat or treat it
cruelly. Anyone who violates these principles will be excluded from this and subsequent shows.

The exhibitor by entering the dog for the show as a person concerned in accordance with § 13 of Act no. 18/2018
Coll. on the protection of personal data, gives its consent to the organizer for the processing of his personal data
(name, surname) and agrees to their publication (name, surname), photo documentation and results of the show
on the organizer’s website. The organizer has the right not to allow the exhibitor to participate in the show (whether
in the breed ring or in the final ring), if the exhibitor does not use and properly wear the correct and visible catalog
number of the individual he is exhibiting!

Veterinary regulations

Every dog owned by a citizen of the Slovak Republic must have a veterinary certificate with valid vaccinations
against rabies, distemper, parvovirus and hepatitis at least 21 days and at most 1 year before the exhibition, or
according to the duration of the effectiveness of the vaccine. Dogs from abroad must have a PET PASSPORT with
a valid rabies vaccination.

Titels and certificates

Annual winner show

CAJC SR - Certificate for the Junior Champion title of Slovakia may be awarded to dogs and bitches graded as
Excellent 1st in junior class.

CAC SR - Certificate for the Champion of Slovakia may be awarded to dogs and bitches graded Excellent 1st in
intermediate, open, working or champion class.

Reserve CAC - May be awarded to dogs and bitches graded as Excellent 2nd in intermediate, open, working or
champion class.

Annual Junior Winner - can be assigned to an individual who obtained Exc1, CAJC in the junior class in both
colors and both sexes

Annual Junior Vice Winner - can be assigned to an individual who obtained Exc2 in the junior class in both colors
and both sexes

Annual Winner - this title can be given to two individuals in both color types, both sexes. Individuals who have
obtained Ex.1, CAC from the intermediate, open, working and champion classes enter the competition.
GLADIATOR - can win the most beautiful dog and bitch from the intermediate, open, working and champion
classes who have passed the temperament test before the show

JUNIOR GLADIATOR - can win the most beautiful dog and bitch from the junior class who have passed the
temperament test before the show

VETERAN GLADIATOR - can win the most beautiful dog and bitch from the veteran class who have passed the
temperament test before the show

BOB - Awarded to the best male or female from each breed.

BOS - Best of Opposite sex.

Club show
CAJC SR - Certificate for the Junior Champion title of Slovakia may be awarded to dogs and bitches graded as
Excellent 1st in junior class.

Mr. Boxer (Best male) — this title can be awarded to male of junior club winner, club winner and

excelent 1st in veteran class

Miss Boxer (Best female) — this title can be awarded to female of junior club winner, club winner and

excelent 1st in veteran class

BOB - Awarded to the best male or female from each breed.

BOS - Best of Opposite sex.

Registration

REGISTRATION ONLINE ONLY — www.clubdogshow.sk

After registering the online application, pay the exhibition fees directly in your menu. The exhibition fee must be
paid no later than 24 hours after registration. A readable copy of the dog’s original pedigree must be attached to
each application. Each entered dog registered must have a pedigree, proof of registration (puppy card) is not
enough. Applications for dogs for which the pedigree certificate issued by the FCl-recognized studbook will not be
uploaded to the online system will be automatically deleted (this also applies to minor puppy and puppy classes).
The organizer has the right not to accept the application without stating the reason. It is not possible to enter a dog
on the day of the show. It is not possible to transfer a dog to another class on the day of the show.

Judges
Change of judges reserved.

A protest can only be submitted for formal reasons, in writing at the exhibition office, during the exhibition, until the
end of judging in the circles, simultaneously with the deposit of €50, which will be forfeited in the event of a decision
against the exhibitor. Protest against the referee's decision - award, ranking, awarded titles, etc. is inadmissible.
